INSTALLATION

1. GATE ARRANGEMENTS

Before the installation, check that all gate parts (fixed and mobile) have a resistant and non-deformable
structure; also make the following checks:

a) the leaves must be rigid and compact;

b) the weight and length of each leaf must not exceed the values supported by the specific operator model
(see tables); in case of length and weight greater than 1.8m and 150 Kg, the use of mechanical stops in
closing is recommended

c) the hinges and the structure of the gate must operate smoothly throughout the movement, without
frictions or obstacles
